More news from Commodore, Lisa Casalmir:


I hope this update finds everyone healthy and excited about our project. The old 
building came down last Monday and was removed later last week. This weekend the 
last of the big tree stumps was hauled away completing the demolition and removal 
part of the project. Today (5/5) the extended boat launch pad was poured. 


The pad has been 
taped off and 
needs to cure for 
30 days before it 
can be used. This 
means boats can 
start launching in 
early June. The 
IJC water levels 
and forecast look 
like we will have 
low enough water 
levels for our 
docks to be 
usable!

The next step in the project will be the building foundation. Currently there are piles of 
gravel at the club. The piles will disappear as the foundation work progresses and the 
land is raised up. With the amount of material that has to be moved, it is important that 
if you are at the club when the contractor is working, park and stay away from the work 
zone. We are hoping this portion of the project moves 
quickly. 


I would like to thank Rich Seyfried and Jim Koudelka for 
working hard the last few weeks on the electrical and water 
lines. We now have a new outdoor electrical junction box 
with outlets. A new valve has been added to the waterline 
allowing the water in the bathrooms to be turned on. 
Eventually a new water spigot will be added near the 
wooden platform for rinsing sandy feet, toys and boats. 
These additions will aid in the installation of the new 
building plumbing and electricity. 


With this update, you will find two links. One for signing up 
for a Duty Officer date and one for doing Cleanup work at 
the club. The PMI Board asks that when you are at PMI you 
practice social distancing, are careful not to park in the construction area, and please 
do not climb on or disturb any of the building materials. We would also like to remind 
everyone there is a burn ban in New York State until May 15th, so please do not have a 
fire until then. The cleanup signup sheet has a list of things that need to be done to 
help get the club ready for the season. The water for the bathrooms is being turned on 
today so the bathrooms should be available for use and cleaning. The gate, sheds and 
bathroom combinations will remain the same as last year until June 1st. This is a 
change from previous years, but with the construction ongoing, the board decided to 
move the date of the lock change to June 1st. The new combinations will be emailed to 
members at the end of May and membership cards will be available for pickup after 
June 1st. 


I want to thank all the members that have been raking and visiting the club for 
practicing social distancing. This is very important to ensure our contractor can work 
safely and does not get shut down. I hope all of you are excited about the project and 
the progress being made. Many of you have donated to the project and we are over 
2/3rds of the way toward our $60,000 goal. If you have not yet donated and can, 
please do so now. As the weather warms up and the new building goes up, I am 
hoping everyone gets the chance to safely enjoy PMI. Stay safe and start preparing for 
great sailing and socializing.
