✴ Boats, boats, boats! Boat courtesy is important! Remember, store 
boats in their assigned locations and sticker your boat. 

Remember the BOATS rule: 

B for Beach: Boats may be placed overnight on the beach for no more 
than 24 hours and well back from the shore to allow for maintenance. 
Keep the beach launching lane clear at all times. 

O is for Others.  Remember to be considerate of others and their boats. Please don’t relocate/
move others’ boats without checking with the Dockmaster. Close and lock gates and bathrooms 
(lights off) if you are the last one leaving the property. Please don’t place boats where they 
impede member access or property maintenance. 

A is for Assignment. Place your boat only in your assigned location: either in sheds, ‘dry sail’ 
locations on the South Lawn or Cat Island, or Wall dock.  

T is for Take the Time to notify the Dockmaster of any changes in your storage needs or 
location.  

S is for Sticker! Remember to sticker all boats and your cars, too. For sheds, place stickers on 
the end of the boat facing the shed doors.

You will find these in 
wooden closet 1 to the right of the large gray storage pod. Unlock the closet door using the main 
gate combination.

ClubHouse Update, Rich Seyfried, Clerk of the Works

Dear PMI Members, 
Project status for the Prep-Area and Pavilion: We are one week 
away from our 30 day cure of the concrete floor, so please keep 
heavy objects off the floor. A lot has happened in the last couple of 
weeks, The building is now weather tight. Service area hatch with 
windows was installed, install of the prep-area ceiling. This was 
installed by the contractor. They even had some issues with the 
installation. Rough wiring is complete. Soon we will schedule the 
installation of the lights, walls, outlets, hood & fan, gas lines, trim, 
etc. Prep-area walls have been measured and material has been 
ordered. We (Club Members) will be installing the walls, so keep an eye to the E-Blast 
sent out by Carol & Jim May. 
Whats next: 
Trim wood for the doors and windows will need to be primed and painted after Irv cuts 
the wood. (Help needed) 
Out-side sink platform will need to be installed with rack system to hold the sink in 
place. (Help needed) 
Trench for the gas line will need to be dug, this will be four inches wide, one foot deep 
and about 43 feet long. (Lots of help needed, if someone has a backhoe?? and can 
donate some time?? let me or Jim May know) 
Gas lines for all the appliances need to be installed.(two Stoves, one griddle and one 
hot water tank. (Irv, Help needed ) 
VHF Radio speaker and antenna will need to be installed; (Nick,  Help needed) 
Prep-Area cabinets are being built, they will arrive soon and will be installed. (Thanks 
Mark) 
Prep-Area service counter top with some new features, were approved by the PMI 
Board, we listened to your ideas. I think you will be delighted on its install. We are still 
early enough in the project, if you have any ideas and if $$ is available we might be 
able to accommodate the request. But remember this... $$ is real tight right now. 
(Help needed; $DONATIONS$)  
Someone with a pick -up who can take metal to Alpco for us. (See Jim May.) 
Prep-area wall installation will be started as soon as the material arrives, this will be a 
bit complicated and could take some time. More on that later. 
We have a ton of work yet, but we will chisel away and complete this project. 
If you have time and would like to help, remember to mask up, glove up and bring 
your own tools. Passing tools around is not good practice in this COVID-19 
environment.  
On another note; our contractor Jeff Ternoois gave us some more metal for free, I 
need to check the amount but I'm sure we will be able to cover the sail patrol shed, 
she might be two tone. So that the shed (I-lean) could last another forty years. (Help 
Needed)
