Be safe out there, and thank you.
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The volunteers of the Pultneyville Fire & Rescue team have once
again come to the aid of a PMI member. We are fortunate to have
such a skilled and dedicated group so close by! Friends with motor
boats have told me a commercial tow can cost $500 and take
hours to arrange, yet our local volunteers ask only that you
consider a donation. We very much appreciate all they do.

As good “mariners”, we should all be aware of the risks of the lake and take prudent
safety measures. Everyone on your boat should be wearing a life jacket; be sure your
equipment is in good working order; and be aware of current and approaching weather
conditions. Things will still go wrong, and they can go wrong quickly, so make sure
someone knows your plans.

During summer weekends, we have Duty Officers during the day, and they should call
911 if they become aware of an emergency on the water. Although we have a sail patrol
boat, the primary purpose is for setting race marks. Where simple assistance is
needed, a member certified for use - always with a second person - can use the boat,
but it is not designed for rough conditions or to provide rescue services.

This September, there will be construction at the PMI club.
Yes the bath house will have a much needed roof system
installed. This will require the removal of the old roof and
new 'A' type roof installed, we will be getting rid of the roof
half pipe look. | know but this is the least expensive way to
install a roof that should last us 40 to 50 years. | know
what you are thinking, lifetime?? With the new roof
installed a much needed upgrade to the bath house electrical system will also
be completed, bringing the electrical up to NEC code compliant, safety first.

We
will modify some of the bath stall panels after we take care of the major work.
We are always looking at cost and doing our best to keep cost as low as
possible without skimping on the code requirements of the project. So with that
said monetary donations are welcome. | will say now thanks for understanding
the inconvenience of being without a bathroom for a little while. but | think you
will enjoy and be delighted with the upgrades.
