We have been making several changes to the club entrance area this 
year related to the construction of the new house, and following is a 
status of the club activities since the last Mainsheet.

Electrical service relocation and distribution upgrades related to the new house 
construction are complete. The new electrical entrance passed fire underwriter 
inspection, and RG&E transferred the electrical connection from the original to new 
equipment. Finishing touches were made to the excavated area surrounding the new 
electrical pedestal with topsoil and grass seed.


Utility winterization was completed with assistance from Rich Seyfried. The water 
supply and waste lines/sumps were purged and/or filled with anti-freeze, and propane 
supply shut off at the tanks. Bathroom door locks were changed to prevent accidental 
usage.


The original fence and gate was replaced November 18th with a new fence located at 
the bottom of the hill, adjacent to the bathroom building. The fence is in place; gate 
installation is planned for December. The gate will be secured in the same fashion as 
the original, using the same combination lock issued earlier this year. A “man”-gate, 
located adjacent to the small boat shed, is included in the new fence configuration. A 
new combination lock has been installed to secure the opening. Please contact 
Dockmaster Lynn Malboeuf if you need access.
